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About The Battle Beneath Jeruslaem
This book is a work of fiction.  The characters are a composite of people the author knows and knows of, but the events that inform it are all too real.  The book synthesizes and fictionalizes Dr. Benkin’s research and work in this area, and its message is two-fold.  One, there really is a battle beneath Jerusalem, and if we ignore it, what is most precious will be lost forever.  And two, there are treasures beneath the Mount that hearken back to times when God spoke directly to His people and gave them laws and ideas that form the basis for all that we call justice and morality. 

People of many faiths have read about the great Jewish Temples in Jerusalem—the one built by Solomon, destroyed by the Babylonians and later re-built by Herod; the Jewish Temple where Jesus preached.  And they have acknowledged their importance.  Even so, they are passive to the destruction of these holy sites going on right now.  It is a destruction more devastating and evil in its intent than any wrought by Babylonians, Romans, or other ancient peoples.  It is real, and it is happening even as you turn the pages of this book.  Wrapped in a tale of adventure and of individual actors, this warning is intended to alert all people—people of faith and all those who hold high the values of truth.  The world was rightfully outraged in 2001 when the Afghanistan’s former Taliban rulers purposely defaced the ancient statues of Buddha.  What Arab “Talibans” are doing to the Temple Mount should cause no less outrage, but it does not.  The world, including most Jews, remains silent.  And even beyond faith or intensity of belief, people who believe we owe our children an accurate account of history, as opposed to some misguided and vicious political correctness based on distortions and blatant falsehoods, should read this book.   Beneath the human drama and personal development in these pages is a story of destruction, a story of lies, a story of politics over truth, a story of genocide.

For decades, the Muslim world and their sycophants world wide have tried to block any scientific exploration of the area under the Temple Mount because they know what it would reveal:  the historic connection, millennia-long of the Jewish people with the Land of Israel, a connection their own peoples cannot claim.  Even as bits and pieces of archeological evidence of that connection continue to trickle in, those same opponents of truth and justice keep those discoveries from most people.  To paraphrase a famous line from a Hollywood movie, they “can’t handle the truth.”

After a series of lectures he gave at Lucknow University in India, Dr. Benkin engaged in debate with a Muslim journalist.  At one point, the latter mentioned matter-of-factly that “everyone knows the media is controlled by seven Jews.”  When Benkin asked him to name them, the journalist began, “Rupert Murdoch.”  “Not Jewish,” Benkin replied.”  Who else?”  “Ted Turner.”  “He’s so not Jewish it’s astounding that you could even say that.”  Benkin’s point was that this journalist was an educated man and someone who disseminates information in the Muslim world; yet, he was so terribly misinformed because they really can’t handle the truth.
In The Battle Beneath Jerusalem,” an Israeli archeologist, his young American assistant, and a Mossad agent sent to keep them both safe quietly slip under the Temple Mount to explore its ancient precincts and end up fighting a battle to discover their treasures before agents of the Muslim Waqf destroy them.
